Edward Saxon (7D) is a fellow member
of Market Drayton Swimming Club and
has achieved some notable swimming
successes. In January he was awarded
Male Swimmers’ Swimmer of the Year. At
galas in Wrexham and Shrewsbury he
has gained bronze and gold medals for
50m, 100m butterfly and 200m
backstroke. Now ranked no.1 for 50m
butterfly in his age group in the county

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Big School

The historic Joyce clock
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It is well known that Adams’ has existed as a school for over 350
years and it contains within its walls many items that reveal its
historic past. One of the best places to see this is in Big School,
now the Library, but in previous centuries the main schoolroom.
We have a photograph of the room (above) dating back to 1903
showing rows of long desks, a blackboard, gas lighting and on the
wall, a large clock.

After many years’ absence the clock has now been located,
repaired and hung in its original place, above the double doors
leading to the Resources Centre. Itis a Roundhead School Clock
with a hinged bezel produced by J.B. Joyce & Co. of Whitchurch
in about 1900.

The company J.B. Joyce is one of the oldest clockmakers in the
world. Manufacture dates back to 1740, with clockmaking first
being mentioned in the area as long ago as 1610. Joyce’s started
out by making long case clocks but, during the nineteenth
century, expanded into the production of large clocks for public
buildings especially railway stations. Many of these have now
been superseded by digital and radio controlled clocks, even in
schools. Here at Adams’ we treasure our long history and are
pleased to display this magnificent clock now in good working
order, the repair and restoration paid for by Adams’ Grammar
School Society (AGSS).
