Few can have escaped all the events and publicity surrounding the World
Cup and, in particular, our national team’s progress through the stages.

Mr Hickey’s assembly today addresses the issue of the nation’s pain
surrounding our team’s performance and exclusion from the rest of the
tournament.

“As ever, the debacle will be greeted with a sustained bout of national introspection. Why can we not compete
when it matters? Why do outstanding club players fall apart when stepping out onto the ultimate stage? Are there
too many foreign players in the Premier League? Are we not cultivating enough home-grown talent? Or is the
problem that there are too many matches in the premier league season, leaving the England players burnt-out?

Or perhaps we should cast our net beyond the specifics of football? Perhaps the culprit is our education system
and the legacy of politically correct local education authorities — with their innate suspicion of competition —
which has robbed our players of the necessary killer-instinct.

The traditional scapegoat — the coach — will doubtless get a lot of the blame in the coming days (particularly
from the written press) and it is true that Fabio Capello has made his fair share of blunders, but the millions of
spectators tuning in on Sunday will not have been appalled by the selection or formation of the England team, but
by the fact that the men on the pitch simply did not look like a group of professional footballers.

England, apparently, are a far stronger side than Germany on paper. When you calculate the relative wages in
club football (which, perhaps, is a good proxy of ability in a free market), the England team is worth twice as
much. Individually they score many more goals. Their club sides achieve more wins per game. Being good on
paper is one thing — being good on the pitch it seems is another. A lot of speculation regarding the outcome of the
game seems to be centered on the England side seemingly not “wanting” to win enough. The accepted
stereotype seems to be that we all expect our national sides to be rubbish.

If there is one thing we know from the realm of social psychology it is that stereotypes do not merely matter, but
can also be self-fulfilling. Perhaps the England players, surrounded by the carefully distilled national paranoia of
almost half a century, simply could not bring themselves to do anything but conform to type.

Speaking as someone who has virtually no knowledge of football or its strategies and complexities, there is, of
course, a far simpler conclusion to be drawn following the match Germany played better, live with it!”

Having heard about Blossom'’s situation staff and pupils were very happy to support the fundraising effort and wish
her the very best on her road to recovery and independence.

Next week is Charities Week in school and pupils will again be engaged in fundraising activities, including a mufti
day in aid of Compton Hospice .
