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Year 8 pupils take ‘Northern Lights’ to the ‘Dreami  ng spires’

Last Thursday all Year 8 pupils visited Oxford on a trip run by the English and
Art departments as part of their cross-curricular work. The visit focused on
Philip Pullman’s ‘Northern Lights’ and its connections with Oxford. Boys were
taken on a tour around Brasenose College, where one of the fellows, Dr Eltis,
talked to them about how the idea of an Oxford college was used in the novel.
They also visited the Pitt Rivers Museum, where a curator talked about
trepanning and other grisly punishments mentioned in the book, as well as the
Museums of Natural History and of the History of Science.

This is part of a project designed to allow the boys to study challenging ideas
in one of the most intellectually demanding novels written in recent years.
The outcome will be a personal diary constructed as an artefact belonging to
the main character, which will contain both English and Art work.
