The entire school community was united on Wednesday in a moving act of
remembrance.

In our service we remembered all those who walked the corridors of this
school; 18 year old pupils who boarded in the rooms now used as classrooms above the library. In the
service of their country they were transported to some of the bloodiest battlefields in history. Forty-four of
them did not return from the first World War. Their names are now commemorated in school on a board
which hangs in the library. We listened to their names and their regiments. We remembered the ultimate
sacrifice made by these boys, and countless millions of others on both sides of the war. By doing so, we
honoured their families. Seventy two of our pupils were lost during both World Wars.

We were also united in our awareness that despite the millions of deaths, parts of our world are still ravaged
today by war, and have been since 1945 — Iraq, Afghanistan, Vietnam, Korea, Kosovo. We were reminded
that diplomacy and discussion has to be the way to settle our differences.

Finally, we were reminded how lucky we were to live in a country where peace reigns, despite some obvious
tensions. We are able to go to school and to work without fear of losing our lives in the process. Many
people in the world do not enjoy that privilege.

Regardless of our beliefs, backgrounds, race or religion, we were united in an act of remembering. We
thought about members of our own families who lived through the war. Our pupils honoured this occasion
through their silence, their respect and through their singing. It was a deeply moving event and | would like to
thank them all for their response.

| was reminded of the words of an epitaph carved on the memorial of the 2" British Division in the cemetery
in Kohima, in the Far East, where the Deputy Commissioner’s tennis court used to be, and which became the
scene of the Battle of the Tennis Court during World War 2.

“When you Go Home, Tell Them of Us and Say,
For Their Tomorrow, We Gave Our Today”
